Having attended this course, delegates will be able…
· to diagnose and manage patients with photosensitive disease
· to appropriately refer patients for monochromator light testing and photoprovocation testing

· to select appropriate patients for phototherapy and photochemotherapy

· deliver and supervise phototherapy and photochemotherapy services

· to select appropriate patients and lesions for photodynamic therapy (PDT)
