· GPwSIs do some sessions in dermatology ( in hospital or community) with the majority in GP.
· Need to demarcate roles and contracts as nomenclature of these groups of doctors potentially confusing.
· SAS doctors contribute largely to service delivery and DCC with still low average number of SPAs. Needs addressing and bringing in line with consultation allocation to allow for appraisal/revalidation/CME requirements.
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
